A record-high 376 District 202 high school graduates and current students were named 2017 AP Scholars based on their performance on the
Advanced Placement exams given during the 2016-2017 school year.

The 376 AP Scholars is 74 more than last year@ 302 AP Scholars, which was also a record high.

District 202 recorded 104 AP Scholars in 2010, the first year that students from all four high schools took AP exams. The number of AP
Scholars has increased each year.

The 376 Scholars include 10 students named National AP Scholars, the highest Scholar designation. There were 15 National Scholars last
year.
